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The Rector’s Message 
 

I donôt know about anyone else but I know I need some jonquils right about now.  In our little yard their  

green shoots have appeared.  Almost like one day thereôs nothing to see and by the next day there is a  

miracle showing ï a tip of green has pushed through the crusty surface.  I wonder ï did it hurt?   
 

February, with the shortest number of days of any month, is the longest month of the year.  Or so it seems 

most years. 
 

I think God put jonquils and children in our lives to remind us that life is a continual without end cycle.   
 

Thatôs why I love things Celtic.  Celtic spirals  etched on stone wayside crosses, artwork cradling ancient texts 

in old Christian manuscripts, the rhythms in the Celtic poems and music, making a sacred circle of the every 

day and its tasks, moving within a sacred circle of life.  
 

In the Celtic tradition all is interwoven.  Threads weave in and out touching one another and then moving on 

in a pattern that seems so intricate and is yet so simple.  Trace the patterns.  Any place you touch may be a 

beginning or an ending that then moves into yet another beginning.  There is comfort in the rhythm as you 

touch and trace it. 
 

Bulbs and seeds give no evidence of the miracles working within them in the darkness of the earth during the 

winter.  What has come together in the human womb initially gives no hint to the outside world at the miracle 

happening within.  God gives the growth.  We attend to it as it is revealed. 
 

As February turns into yet another March, it is a time of reflection.  My heart reviews last Saturday and the 

rhythms of a day of sadness and celebration interwoven so intricately that at any moment there may have been 

tears or a smile, a hurting heart or joyful voice.  It was a time of sadness and celebration over the pre-dawn 

launch of the soul of Reverend and Commander Lou Cobb heading into a rising not a setting sun the Monday 

before. Louôs life was so vitally woven together with the life of  St. Maryôs Whitechapel and Trinity while he 

served both churches as their Rector until his retirement in 1980.  But he never retired as our friend and 

companion.  Therein lies the poignancy in our lives at his passing from this life to the next. 
 

Music wove our time together.  The sounds of a grandchild playing the viola.  Haunting, exquisite sounds 

touching the strings of our hearts opened us to our time together.  The beautiful words of prayers and anthems, 

the joyful sounds of a full sanctuary singing, the music of memories spoken by children and grandchildren 

wove through our time.   
 

The deep sounding voice of a bishop lifted up to God one of Godôs own: ñA priest of your church, O God.ò  

Young men in naval uniform fired a final salute to one of their own. The sounds of ñTapsò reminded us that in 

every life there comes a time of rest ï before another day dawns.  A young Navy service man knelt in front of  

Helen, passed to her a folded flag and said ñThank you from a grateful nationò as great-grandchildren in their 

parentsô arms watched on.   
 

I will never forget my final moments there in the Memorial Garden as Annabelle, Helen and Louôs little great 

granddaughter dropped a small shell among the ashes.  It had come from the shoreline in front of the Cobbôs 

home in Bertrand.  Then she lingered ï to help me pour the last particles of dirt over the ashes of her great-

grandfather planted there within inches of the new green shoots of jonquils emerging from the soil.  Perhaps 

children sense intuitively what we adults struggle with:  That what is planted will rise again; that endings 

carry within them the seeds of new beginnings. 
 

Lift up your hearts!  Winter is passing into spring!  Praise the Lord!

With our consulting hats on, SAIF Water has been 
helping homeowners in Weems find out why their water 
has an objectionable odor even after equipment was 
installed that automatically drops chlorine pellets into 
the well.  Equally important to the family, we are helping 
work out ways to reduce the cost of maintaining the 
equipment.   For three other families, volunteers from 
St. Stephen's Episcopal are helping to put together the 
storage sheds to reduce the cost for some types of 
water treatment equipment. 
  
For many families the cost of changing filters on 
reverse osmosis equipment or bulbs in ultra-violet 
equipment is more than they can manage.  Like so 
many other things, being able to get better quality wells 
or equipment initially can reduce the maintenance cost.  
But that is difficult to acquire through state programs 
that must take the cheapest bid.  For example, in one 
case digging a well 300 feet deeper to begin with could 
save the family $50 a month in maintenance of the 
equipment needed to treat water of lesser quality.  
What do we mean by lesser quality?  When your friends 
at church start asking if you have a problem because it 
is not normal for your clothes to smell, it's time to do 
something about the quality of your water.
